We have established giving levels that allow members to choose their annual gift based on
their personal ability. Contributing is the essence of tzedakah (justice and righteousness), as our
tradition teaches. Please reflect upon the full range of your resources when you declare your pledge.
Guidelines outlined on the following page are consistent with the policies of other Reform
congregations.

Members contribute separately toward the extraordinary costs of facility maintenance. New
members are assessed a sum (payable over five years) for our Building Fund, which is applied to our
capital improvements costs. After this obligation is satisfied, members are assessed an Annual
Maintenance Fund. Currently, that assessment is $180 per family unit.
